Explain that Christian’s often give thanks to God through prayer — say
our school prayer together, show the children the prayer on the IWB
— what are we thankful for at school.
Discuss that most Christian’s want to share some of the love with the
world, they do this through charity. Discuss our link with the local
food bank. How else can we help others?

Inside children
to write what they are sorry about. Children can put their card in an
envelope and put it in the class post box.

Plenary

Children to work together to think about other rewards and sanctions
we could possibly use in school.
